As part of a Guild Group leadership team you
will be a role model to the girls in your group.
This can be daunting, but it can also be a
challenge and a call to review how you live
out your baptismal vows in public. All Guild
members are practising Catholics and both
parents and leadership teams can be
assured of frequent opportunities, organised
by Guild headquarters, for Catholic PD to
strengthen their Christian knowledge and
faith.

Supporting and Guiding

A Guild group secretary is there to support
the group leader and help the girls work
through the requirements to achieve skill
cards and awards. They will be also be there
to help parents with questions about
delivering the home-based components of
the program to ensure the criteria is met for
completion of each level. Guild headquarters
is always available to explain and adjust the
program based on feedback from the
secretaries as they are the ones on the
ground seeing how the program is lived out
in practice.

The Paperwork

Group secretaries will use the provided forms
to track each girls’ progress through the
program. On completion of skill cards or
levels, it is their responsibility to review the
evidence and recommend the girl to
Headquarters for awards achieved. The
secretary is also in charge of ensuring all
girls contact details are up to date. When
necessary secretaries may need to fill out
provided Guild Risk Assessment forms for
certain activities.
